RATIONALE

Why have a PSP?

1. As recommended in the Exclusion from schools and pupil referral units guidance (171/2015) -  a measure to prevent exclusion and promote inclusion
2. PSP process enables the school to take responsibility by inviting the views of every body associated with the child which can build and highlight school’s capacity

3. PSP framework  provides an intensive approach, where appropriate small step targets are set and reviewed (targets may be focussed in and out of school)

4. Equality for pupils with SEBD to ensure fair access to SEN resource allocation within school

5. Process ensures a child with SEBD will have a coherent, consistent,  support programme which enables raising of achievement 

6. Ensures multi-agency, multi-disciplinary approach – which identifies roles and responsibilities of parent/carer, extended family, child, health, social care, education and community links. 

7. Clear structured account of progress which is appropriately communicated to child and parent/carer

8. A process which allows an opportunity for pupil voice and identifies their strengths and areas for change.

9. Provides good evidence for further assessment if required

10. Clear account of progress which is easily communicated to child and parents

11. A balanced view of the ‘the child’ in it’s setting
